In a chilling moment, she raises a knife, ready to enact aform of
revenge that reflects her deep emotional wounds. However, as Vincent
pleads for help, her anger begins to dissipate, and she ultimately walks away

instead of succumbing to revenge.

The chapter then shifts perspective to Mariana, Cordelia’s sister, who reflects
on her own complex feelings during afuneral. She watches Cordelia grieve

for Vincent, recognizing that the tears shed are steeped in trauma from their
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shared history, particularly the loss of Luke and the emotional scars left by
their mother. As descriptions of mourning and loss unfold, Mariana
contemplates her own choicesin life and how they are overshadowed by

guilt.

Through Mariana s lens, we sense the weight of familial expectations and
the burden of unresolved grief. Questions of forgiveness linger, both for
Vincent and their mother, as Mariana confronts her own role and choices in
the contexts of sacrifice and survival. She also considers new opportunities
for connection, as aformer acquaintance reaches out, hinting at a potential

future beyond her past.

This chapter encapsulates key themes of betrayal, guilt, and the enduring
struggle for identity and redemption. It brilliantly showcases the raw
emotional conflict experienced by the characters as they navigate their
painful histories, all while foreshadowing the possibility of healing and
